LAFCO UPDATE

Everett Millais, Executive Director for the Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCO) introduced Kim Uhlich, Analyst for LAFCO.  He then provided an update on LAFCO’s budget and time frame for District’s to remit their service review information.  The proposed budget would go before the Board of Supervisor’s at their April 20th meeting for review and comments and back to them for final approval on June 15th.  He said he had hope that there would not be a significant shortage and that the budget for 2005/06 would remain close to last year.  He informed the group that the County of Ventura would host a CEQA Workshop on June 16th and that Attorney, Ron Bass, would be the guest speaker.           

    
George Lange thanked everyone for his nomination as Alternate Representative to LAFCO and complimented Mr. Millais for doing a great job as Executive Director for LAFCO.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Jack Curtis presented the Treasurer’s Report for the month of March 2005.  He said $.42 had been earned in interest and the balance on hand was $5,352.16.  To date, the monthly statement had not been received.  He reported on memberships and gave a recap of costs associated with the annual dinner held on March 1st, 2005.  81 guests attended the dinner, 79 guests had paid and two were currently outstanding.  The cost of the event was $4,648.78 and $4,150 was collected.



George Lange moved, seconded by Al Fox, that the Treasurer’s Report be approved.  Motion carried.  President Grandsen informed the group that there was a need to increase the price for dinner from $12 to $15 a person beginning in June.  This increase was due to rising costs for food/delivery.


President Grandsen stated that item 7, Guest Speaker, would be heard at that time.

President Grandsen said the scheduled guest speaker, Donald Kendall, General Manager for Calleguas Municipal Water District was unable to attend and that Eric Bergh would make the presentation that evening.  Eric Bergh, Manager of Resources for Calleguas Municipal Water District thanked the group for the opportunity to join them that evening.  He presented a video of the history of Calleguas which included interviews with past Board members and General Manager’s who pioneered the development of Lake Bard and secured water delivery to Ventura County.  He touched on the Calleguas Creek efforts and the treatment facility at Calleguas.  President Grandsen said a tour of the District’s facility would take place at the August meeting.  Keith Moore, Director for Channel Islands Beach Community requested a copy of the presentation.  Mr. Bergh offered copies to everyone.

NEW BUSINESS

Dee Zinke of Calleguas Municipal Water District gave an update on the Ortiz Bill and AB 1234 (Salinas).  She took this time to introduce her assistant, Linda Davis.  She said that Ms. Davis would be available to assist anyone with legislative questions if she was not available.

Mary Jo Mitchell provided an update on VCSDA website and noted that she had not received any feed back regarding changes.  She said an update to the Board members would be performed.
