Welcome and Introduction - President George Lange


Lange called the meeting to order at 6:05 pm.  Judy Cofer led the flag salute.  Lange thanked everyone for attending and Conejo Recreation and Park District staff for hosting the meeting.   He recapped the June meeting at Oxnard Harbor District.

Approval of Minutes – Meeting (June 5, 2007)


It was moved by Grandsen, seconded by Fox, and carried to approve the minutes of June 5, 2007 as presented.

Treasurer’s Report – Jack Curtis 


Curtis presented the Treasurer’s Report for the period of April 30, 2007 to June 29, 2007.  He said that the balance on hand, as of the last report (June 5), was $6,377.42; interest earned was $ .50; deposits were $360; total additions were $360.50; checks paid May through June totaled $5,694.28; and balance on hand, as of June 29, was $5,694.28.

Old Business 


a.
LAFCO Update – Lange


Noting that both Ventura LAFCO representatives were on vacation, Lange  presented a LAFCO update, and stated that the following nominations have been made: Debbie Shubert for CALAFCO Outstanding Clerk Award, Kathy Long for Outstanding CALAFCO Member Award, Conejo Recreation and Park District for Government Leadership Award.  He stated that last year Ted Grandsen, Everett Millias and the Ventura County LAFCO were honored. 


b.   Legislative Update – Elaine Freeman


Freeman provided an update on legislation of interest to special districts.  She stated that a $700 million difference exists between what is proposed and projected revenues in the California state budget.  She highlighted numerous bills and CSDA’s position including; opposition to AB503 and support for AB12660,and Eminent Doman Reform.  State Controller Chiang is asking for assistance in identifying qualified special district candidates to fill a vacancy of the California Uniform Construction Cost Accounting Commission.  At the next meeting of the California Special District’s Legislative Committee, 62 bills will be reviewed, including bills on implementation measures for bonds, water, transportation and public retirement funds.  SB343 has been amended such that agenda information and meeting location must be available to the public prior to a scheduled meeting, and this information must be available on the official web site of the agency as well.   


Relevant documentation was made available, and members were encouraged to review legislation of interest.
