TREASURER’S REPORT

Jack Curtis provided a Treasurer’s Report on the Associations funds for the period of May 31st thru October 31st, 2005.  The interest earned was $1.49 and the balance on hand after the outstanding bills were processed was $3,618.60.  Marv Hanson moved, seconded by Elaine Freeman that the Treasurer’s Report for May 31st thru October 31st, 2005, be approved.  Motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS

Kim Uhlich of LAFCO provided an update.  She said the Governor signed a bill to extend the deadline for LAFCOs to complete Municipal Service Reviews (MSRs) and Sphere of Influence Updates from 1/1/06 to 1/1/08.  This was done because the State was delayed for two years in publishing their guidelines to prepare MSRs.   After 2008, LAFCO would update spheres of influence every five years, as the law called for.  She expressed appreciation to the Camarillo Health Care District, Oxnard Harbor District and the Ventura Port District for submitting their MSR questionnaires.  The next sphere updates to be completed would be for the cemetery districts and then United Water Conservation and Casitas Municipal Water Districts.  At the November LAFCO meeting, the Commission approved sphere updates for the Rancho Simi Recreation and Park District and the Conejo Recreation and Park District.  Decisions on updates for the Channel Islands Beach Community Services District and the Pleasant Valley Parks and Recreation District were continued to the January, 2006 meeting.

Dee Zinke, Manager of Governmental and Legislative Affairs from Calleguas Municipal Water District provided an update on several bills.  She reviewed the new requirements associated with AB1234.
