Welcome and Introduction - President George Lange


Lange called the meeting to order at 5:10 pm.  Lange thanked everyone for attending and Port of Hueneme-Oxnard Harbor District commissioners and staff for hosting the meeting.

Port of Hueneme-Oxnard Harbor District


Will Berg welcomed everyone to the District and provided a slide presentation on Oxnard Harbor District. He discussed the history, management, economics, aspects of international cargo flow, security issues, and commercial challenges of the port. He noted that Oxnard Harbor is a leader in banana and automobile importation.


Commissioner Herrera welcomed everyone and introduced Commissioners Takasugi and Fosse.


The meeting was recessed to allow for a tug boat ride and reconvened at 7:10 p.m.

Approval of Minutes – Meeting (April 3, 2007)


It was moved by Grandson, seconded by Freeman, and carried to approve the minutes of April 3, 2007 as presented.

Treasurer’s Report – Jack Curtis 


Curtis presented the Treasurer’s Report for the period of February 1, 2007 to April 30, 2007.  He said that the balance on hand, as of the last report, was $5,885.69; interest earned was $.53; March and April deposits were $1,165; and balance on hand, as of April 30, was $6,377.42

a.
LAFCO Update –Kim Uhlich


Uhlich presented a LAFCO update, and noted that LAFCO is concluding its municipal service reviews and spheres of influence update.  She said that the reviews and updates must be completed by January 2008 and every five years thereafter.


Lange thanked Uhlich.


b.   Legislative Update – Elaine Freeman


Freeman provided an update on legislation of interest to special districts.  She reviewed Senate Bill 343, relative to the Brown Act/Posting of Agenda Items and stated CSDA’s position is opposed, unless amended.  Relative to Assembly Constitutional Amendment 8, which seeks to make it easier for a local government entity, including special districts, to implement a new special tax or incurrence of debt, CSDA’s position is one of support. 


Relevant documentation was made available, and members were encouraged to review legislation of interest. 


Freeman noted that the CSDA conference is scheduled for October 1-4.

Website Update


Lange stated that he attended a meeting with Mr. Ric Ruffinelli of ZestNet, Inc. and MaryJo Mitchell, website manager, on May 15 to discuss options to enhance the VCSDA website.  He introduced Mr. Ruffinelli.


Ruffinelli provided an overview of the latest website technology.  He said that the latest innovation is video and suggested that it be considered for the VCSDA website.


Lange urged all to consider submission of appropriate videos for the website and to contribute their ideas.  


Ruffinelli said he would inform Lange of the number of website visitors.
