MINUTES

Al Fox moved, seconded by Jack Curtis, that the minutes of February 7th, 2006​, be approved.  Motion carried.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Jack Curtis provided a Treasurer’s Report on the Associations funds for the period of January 31st, 2006 to February 28th, 2006.  The interest earned was $.40 and the balance on hand after the outstanding bills were processed was $5,135.14.  


Al Fox moved, seconded by Marv Hanson that the Treasurer’s Report for January 31st, 2006 to February 28th, 2006, be approved.  Motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS

Everett Millais, LAFCO Executive Director distributed a report dated January 1st, 2006, that clarified Dependent Districts and Independent Districts per Jack Curtis’ request.  The report stated the name of the district and briefly described the services each district provided.  He reviewed the report and answered questions.  He informed the group that due to an increase in operating costs associated with labor and benefits, LAFCO fees would increase.  He stated that he was currently working on the budget and it appeared to have a 15% increase over last year.  Jack Curtis inquired about service reviews and when they might be completed.  Mr. Millais anticipated the completion to be by the end of the next fiscal year.


Mr. Millais informed the group that LAFCO President, Dick Richardson’s term would end on December 31st, 2006.  Per the Special District rules, the Vice President, George Lange would move to that position thus making available a vacancy.  He said Requests for Nominations Forms would be mailed.  Once returned and reviewed, ballots would then be mailed sometime in August.

President Grandsen provided an update on several legislative bills.

He discussed SB 1317.  Jack Curtis gave comments on the bill.  President Grandsen said he would request that Dee Zinke provide an update on SB 1317 at the June meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

President Grandsen distributed a copy of the Association’s By-Laws that were written in 1993.  Jack Curtis had requested that a review take place due to the fact these By-Laws were out dated.  President Grandsen elected members to join him on a review committee.  Those elected members are Jack Curtis and George Lange.  Mr. Lange encouraged the group to review this document and provide their comments at the June meeting.  It was noted by Jack Curtis that special attention would be given to the section related to memberships.
