Welcome and Introduction - President, George Lange

Approval of Minutes – Annual Meeting (February 6, 2007)


It was moved by Hanson, seconded by Nancy Acosta, and carried to approve the minutes of February 6, 2007 as presented.

Treasurer’s Report – Jack Curtis 


Curtis presented the Treasurer’s Report for the period of January 31, 2007 to February 28, 2007.  He noted the incorrect date of February 1 on the report, and said that as of February 28, the balance on hand was $5,885.69.

LAFCO Update – Everett Millais


Millais presented a LAFCO update, and noted that municipal service reviews are being completed, spheres of influence are being updated.  He discussed budgetary issues.  He announced his upcoming retirement on December 1. 


Lange commended Millais and said that special districts are well represented on LAFCO.


b.   Legislative Update – Elaine Freeman


Freeman provided an update on legislation of interest to special districts.  She reviewed several bills including AB1393 relative to public records; a proposed amendment to Ralph Brown Act, relative to text messaging; and a bill regarding a written eight hour notice for employee overtime.  


She noted that CSDA has a financial operation for funding projects. 


Nancy Acosta explained the difference between dependent and independent districts. 


Members were encouraged to review legislation of interest.

Lange referenced the new bi-monthly newsletter The President’s Page, which is available on the VCSDA internet site, and urged all to contribute their ideas.  He said its purpose is to foster communication.

Lange provided an overview of the grand jury presentation, referenced the documentation, and said that the presentation was well received.  He said that this was an opportunity to educate, and there is a need for higher visibility of special districts and the VCSDA website is part of this effort.

Guest Speaker: Bob Allison, Vice President for Administration & Finance California Lutheran University (CLU)
“The Benefits of Community Partnerships”

Government & Private Organizations Working Together for Better Communities



Allison provided an overview of CLU including historic information, current statistics and future vision of the school.  He discussed the need and advantages of community partnerships, and highlighted the community use pool facility and the beneficial partnership involving the City of Thousand Oaks, Conejo Recreation and Park District and CLU.  



Lange thanked Allison for the informative presentation and said that consideration should be given to using CLU as a site for a future VCSDA meeting.
